Each club is entitled to 
register players a maximum 130 player points across the club in all grades (please note all Blues 
Tag players are all classified as zero points). In addition, on game day all first grade teams are 
capped at 100 points per match. All of a clubs registered players and their points value is available 
to view at www.newcastlerugbyleague.com.au/club-points.html

All first grade teams for each weekend are posted on nswrl.com.au under DRAWS/BUSINESS PLAZA 
CUP. The first grade teams for each weekend are posted there at 5pm every Tuesday.

In another exciting development, all Newcastle Rugby League first grade matches will be live scored 
on the New South Wales rugby league website, so you will be able to view the scores and 
interchanges and they happen on the field. Visit the NSWRL website to follow the scores.

         PLAYER OF THE YEAR POINTS
As we enter the final competition rounds, round eleven marks the last public updates of the player 
of the year leader board and individual player points. The final results and awards will be 
announced at the Newcastle Rugby League presentation night.

         FINAL SERIES 
RULES

MATCH DURATION: 

Each match shall be played in two equal 
halves with an interval. The time of each 
match shall be;  

Blues Tag: 25 minutes each half   

Under 19s: 30 minutes each half

Open Grade:30 minutes each half    

Reserve Grade: 35 minutes each half  

First Grade: 40 minutes each half  

TIME OFF:  

Time off will apply in all grades in all finals 
series matches. 

SUSPENDED MATCH:  

In the event of an emergency which leads 
to the match being suspended and not 
resumed (e.g. a player not being able to be 
moved), the following will apply: 

Suspended in f ir st  half : if the total playing 
time is less than the first full half, the 
match is to be replayed at a later date to 
be determined by Newcastle RL. 

Suspended at  or  af t er  half  t im e: If after 
the completion of the first half, the match 
is suspended and not resumed due to an 
emergency, the match shall be deemed 
completed, with the result of the match 
being the result which stood at the time 
that play was suspended.  

Ext ra t im e: If scores are level at the 
conclusion of regular time, extra time will 

be played. Extra time shall be 2 x 5-minute 
periods, after the initial 5 minutes of play, 
the referee will cease play and teams shall 
immediately change ends. The team that 
did not kick off to commence the initial 
period of extra time, will kick off to 
recommence the second period.

If scores are equal at the end of extra time, 
play shall t hen cont inue on an unlim it ed 
basis unt i l  t he f ir st  point  or  point s have 
been scored (e.g. field goal, penalty goal or 
try) to determine the winner of the match. 
There is no stoppage to begin golden point.

REPLACEMENT OF PLAYERS:

The replacements permitted for each 
grade shall be as follows:  

Blues Tag ? Unlimited reserves with an 
unlimited interchange of those players 

Under  19s ? 6 reserves with an unlimited 
interchange of those players 

Open Grade ? 6 reserves with an unlimited 
interchange of those players.  

Reserve Grade ? 6 reserves with an 
unlimited interchange of those players.  

First  Grade ? 4 fresh reserves with a limit 
of 8 interchanges of players.. In the event 
of extra time, two (2) additional 
interchange replacements are permitted. 
The balance of the eight (8) interchange 
replacements not used during regulation 
time will also be available to be used 
during extra time.

(f) Behave in a way which disturbs the enjoyment of a match, function or event by any other 
person(s), or brings discredit to the home club and/or Newcastle RL; 

(g) Act in such a way as to exhibit racial intolerance, by language or other conduct, to any 
person(s);
